Providing culturally responsive services.

By hiring bicultural providers and o�ering an 
array of culturally-responsive services, we 
surpassed our initial targets in reaching students 
with diverse cultural backgrounds. 

Helping to improve a child’s overall stress, 
emotional distress, hyperactivity, and attention 
di�culties.

183 students served with School-Linked 
Mental Health Services.
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159 families with 251 children/youth served by 
School-Linked Community Social Workers (CSW).

Nearly 1/3 of the families CSWs work with report 
they are homeless or facing an eviction at 
intakes. Of those families, 61% found stable 
housing at follow-up.

42% of households were using SNAP food 
support at intake. CSWs do an outstanding job 
of connecting qualifying families to a variety of 
food assistance programs, with 96% of families 
meeting their basic food needs at follow-up.

Home SUBURBAN Ramsey partnerships are 
mobilizing a multi-sector initiative where 
neighbors help neighbors achieve long term 
housing stability.

Continuing to pilot our Resource Table with 
practitioners has potential to create a strong 
civic engagement tool and collective database 
with up-to-the-minute resources. We will need 
our partners to continue to utilize and inform this 
database on a regular basis.

Our School-Linked Intensive Mental Health 
and Community Social Worker Initiatives play 
a critical role in our ability to respond to 
children and youth’s mental health and 
family’s basic needs. Finding local, state and 
federal funding sources to enhance these 
services is the ongoing challenge.
